THE RAINBOW OF HOPE CHILDREN’S PROGRAM
We would like to introduce our Children’s Program – Rainbow of Hope; The Gift of Love – offered by Father Martin’s Ashley.  This program is held the second Saturday of each month.
If you are not familiar with Ashley, we are a non-profit treatment center for alcoholism and chemical dependency.  We are located near Havre de Grace, Maryland on the Chesapeake Bay.

The Rainbow of Hope Children’s Program was established to educate and foster

self-expression in children living with the burden of addiction.  Through the use of art, videos, games, music and discussion groups, children learn not only how to make the proper choices in their own lives, but come away with the relief of knowing that they are not the cause of addiction in their family and that this experience is shared with many other children and many other families as well.
Each program is limited to 12 children and they are divided into age groups – 6 to 9 and 10 to 12, and 13 – 14 year olds.  The groups are facilitated by trained counselors specializing in helping children.  The program runs on the second Saturday of the month from 8:45 to 3:00 p.m.  Lunch and snacks are provided.  Concurrent with the children’s program, there is a parents’/caregivers’ group which focuses on communication skills, rebuilding trust, and the importance of affirmations in the life of a child (lunch is served).
We have enclosed a packet of information consisting of a brochure, registration and release forms.  If you are interested in enrolling your child or children, please fill out these forms and return them as soon as possible. As you can imagine, the sessions fill up quickly. The fee for one child is $75.00, two children $100.00 and three or more (same family) $125.00.  If there is a need for a scholarship please advise.
